Problem:  Downloading parameter files with the GUI without a motor connected can cause 
unexpected results (such as IT faults on power up).  This does not apply when you are connected 
to a motor. 

Reason:  The I*I*t function in the S200 drives will never let the user set a current trip point that is 
greater then the value from the SFD. The idea being that the user could potentially burn up a 
motor if this value exceeds what the motor can do.  The S200 logic compares the SFD value with 
the user value and if the user value is greater then the SFD value, the S200 automatically uses 
the SFD value.  

If you have the SFD set for your feedback device (Commode set to SFD) and do not have it 
connected to the drive on power up, the logic will force the I2TTrip value to zero.  If you download 
a file to the drives RAM and then try to save to the NV ram in the active drive window, it will save 
a value of 0 for the I2TTrip. If you download to RAM and then do a SAVE TO NVRAM while 
online with the drive, the S200 logic modifies the I2TTrip parameter.  This will happen anytime 
you hit the NVSave button while online with the drive and it's not connected to a motor.   

Solution: When downloading a parameter file to an S200 drive when a motor is not attached, 
select DOWNLOAD NV only.  This simply copies the contents of the drive file on your PC to the 
drives memory.  Do not select DOWNLOAD DRIVE and do not select SAVE NV while online with 
the drive.
